National Policy Seminar
A delegation of eight from Kentucky attended the ACTE National Policy Seminar in Washington, DC on

March 9-11. At the NPS the delegation had the opportunity to visit the offices of Kentucky’s U.S.
Representatives and Senators. During these visits the Kentucky delegation shared success stories of
career and technical education within the Commonwealth and left behind materials that identify
priorities for the 111" Congress. These priorities include:

The Kentucky Health Occupations Students of America (HOSA) Spring Leadership Conference was
held March 4-6, 2009, in Louisville, KY at the Crowne Plaza Hotel. Approximately 900 students,
advisors, and guests attended the event. This conference is about the students and the opportunities
that this conference gives them in areas of teamwork, leadership, creativity, critical thinking,
communication, and networking. These events could not have occurred without the assistance of the
many judges, vendors, and HOSA supporters. First, second, and third place winners are eligible to
represent Kentucky at the National Leadership Conference in Nashville, Tennessee held on June
23-27.

E-Health is utmost in our minds today in this technology driven world. The economic stimulus package
has included e-health as part of the needed infrastructure. To meet this challenge, the Council on
Postsecondary Education has convened an E-Health economic stimulus workgroup composed of
representatives from the nine postsecondary institutions. Discussions are underway to determine how
we can move Kentucky forward in this initiative.

KCTCSOnline was launched March 23, 2009, with programs in Information Technology and Business
Administration. KCTCS Online is an effort to provide even more Kentuckians with an affordable, flexible
college education. This initiative offers modular learning. At KCTCS Online, each module focuses on a
specific skill and takes only three to eight weeks to complete. Modules are the perfect way to upgrade
education quickly and inexpensively. Even better, each module earns real credit that can be applied
toward courses and degree programs at any KCTCS college. At KCTCS Online, the student can begin
a new module whenever they are ready. Unlike other online colleges with fixed course schedules,
KCTCS Online offers the first truly on-demand education where the student is free to work at their own
pace. This method of delivery would meet the education/training needs of many physicians and
healthcare facilities. As part of the next phase, the Nursing career pathway with be launched spring
2010. It will include Nurse Aide, Practical Nursing, and Associate Degree Nursing.

Health Science Programs continue to grow in this reporting period. A Task Force of teachers has been
formed to address curriculum updates, pathway refinement, and/or additional courses required within
the career cluster. We had our initial meeting in March at St. Catharine College where Dr. Ann
Oberdfell led the group in a strategic planning session. A Mission, a Vision and core values of our
group were identified. Our stated mission is, “To provide a unified and consistent focus for KY health
science educators; to serve our health science students with challenging career pathways that support
high standards; and to develop successful leaders in partnership with HOSA and community
organizations.”

Keith Bird, who has served as chancellor of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System since its
1999 inception, has announced his intention to retire in 2009.

Linda Thomas Glover will be leaving as Provost at the Elizabethtown Community and Technical College to
assume the position of President at Eastern Shore Community College in Melfa, Va.

Dr. Richard M. Briggs, a West Point, Ky. native and 1973 graduate of Elizabethtown Community College,
received a 2009 Outstanding Alumni Award from the American Association of Community Colleges (AACC).
Briggs, a cardiothoracic surgeon in Knoxville, Tenn. and a colonel in the Medical Corps of the U.S. Army
Reserve, was among five outstanding community college graduates to receive the annual award April 6 at
AACC’s Annual Convention in Phoenix.

KCTCS will host Transfer Fairs at 15 of its colleges in April. The Transfer Fairs, sponsored by the Kentucky
Association of College Registrars and Admissions Officers (KACRAO), offer students first-hand information
from representatives of four-year colleges and universities about how to transfer to these institutions to pursue a
baccalaureate degree.

Maysville Community and Technical College has formed emergency response teams to work with people being
laid off in the campus service area. There are also free workshops to help people sharpen resumes and job
interview skills or prepare for college. The response teams have been contacting human resource directors with
area businesses. The teams also have visited workplaces to talk to employees faced with job losses.

Eight of the 16 KCTCS colleges are cited as being among the fastest growing public community colleges in the
nation, according to a listing published in Community College Week magazine. The listing was based on
enrollment figures between Fall 2006 and Fall 2007.

Bowling Green Technical College was first in the 2,500-4,999 student category with a 39.1 percent increase in
students. Ashland Community and Technical College was ninth in the same category with a 16.5 percent increase.
Hazard Community and Technical College was 22nd in that category with a 12.3 percent increase. Elizabethtown
Community and Technical College was 28th with a 10.6 percent increase, while Madisonville Community
College and Maysville Community and Technical College were 37th and 47th with increases of 6 percent and 8.3
percent respectively.

Somerset Community College ranked 18th in the 5,000-9,999 student category, with a 12.6 percent increase in

the.10,000-plus student category, Jefferson Community and Technical College was 49th with a 5.2 percent
increase.
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"Making age an asset in your job search" is a new, online course offered by the Kentucky Community and
Technical College System (KCTCS). The course was jointly developed and delivered by KCTCS, AARP and
Education To Go, part of Cengage Learning.

and staff. The policy reduces the employment categories from seven to two by eliminating tenure for
faculty and continuing employment status for staff for appointments effective on or after July 1, 2009.
ratified new credit certificate programs, including:
3D Modeling Specialist at Bowling Green Technical College;
Health Physics Technician I at West Kentucky Community and Technical College
certified 1,796 candidates for graduation who applied for academic credentials (certificates, diplomas
or associate degrees) between October 14, 2008 and January 6, 2009

Postsecondary News
Former Gov. Paul Patton was named as chair of the Kentucky Council on Postsecondary Education.

New Programs, Initiatives, and Resources
Gov. Steve Beshear and KCTCS President Michael B. McCall announced an initiative to provide Kentuckians
who have lost their jobs with workforce training in high-growth, high-wage fields. The year-long KCTCS Career
Transitions program features a 50 percent tuition scholarship for up to six credit hours per term in open
enrollment courses along with personalized assistance in navigating the college admissions process. Each KCTCS
college will provide displaced Kentucky workers with a coordinator to acclimate them to the campus and its
resources. The colleges will also provide: a streamlined admissions process; assistance in filing for state and
federal financial aid; and advising and training sessions that maximize the students' opportunity for success and
re-employment. Kentucky residents who have become unemployed and have filed for unemployment benefits
since Oct. 1, 2008 are eligible for the program.

HCTC will be accepting students for its new Sonography program for the fall semester, beginning in August.

Southeast Kentucky Community and Technical College and Midway College have partnered to offer more
opportunities in Southeastern Kentucky. This fall students can get a bachelor's degree in healthcare administration
from Midway College, without leaving their community college. The Allied Health Program is tailored for people
already in the workforce.

Grants and Awards
The Commonwealth Middle College at West Kentucky CTC has received an additional $60,000 from the Lay
Family Foundation of St. Louis. The foundation gave $620,000 to establish the Middle College on the WKCTC
campus to help more high school students pursue college. Fifty students from the McCracken County School
System and Marshall County High School will take high schools classes at the Middle College starting this fall,
while also being enrolled in WKCTC classes. The students can earn a minimum of 36 college credits free. 97
students have applied for fall admission.

Three KCTCS colleges have received grants from the U.S. Department of Labor totaling more than $3.2 million.

Gateway Community and Technical College (GCTC) in Covington received a Community-Based Job Training
(CBJT) grant for $846,670. The grant will fund the Northern Kentucky Regional Homeland Security Careers
Project. The project will enable Gateway to add the organizational infrastructure required to create new and
expanded training activities designed to increase the pipeline of qualified workers into the security industry.

Madisonville Community College (MCC) received a Technology-Based Learning (TBL) grant for health care in
the amount of $425,181. The college will use the funding to develop an online Integrated Nursing Center
Pathway to address the critical shortage of registered nurses, licensed practical nurses and baccalaureate nurses in
the health care industry in western Kentucky and continuous regions of three other states (Illinois, Indiana and
Tennessee).

West Kentucky Community and Technical College (WKCTC) in Paducah also received a CBJT grant for
$1,931,913 to be used in energy careers. Participants in this project will work to develop a workforce that
promotes regional energy capacity and efficiency.

Kris and | will be working with President-elect Dale Winkler on preparations for the 2009-2010 administrative year.
The large turnout at the Orientation Session held prior to the 2008 Summer Program helped propel a strong year
that included development of the video projects and the leadership program. An orientation program is a hallmark
of highly effective associations.

One avenue of outreach is membership in the Kentucky Chamber of Commerce. | have met with Allyson Hamilton
of the Chamber staff. Its policies are developed by membership subcommittees in various areas. As a member,
KACTE could participate in development of the educational program.

I am continuing to follow up with Rhonda Caldwell of KASA regarding joint conference opportunities.

The Board will decide on items to present for vote at the Annual Meeting on July 6. Based on actions taken at
ACTE over the past year, | raise the issue of whether the KACTE bylaws be amended to vest the dues-setting
authority with the Board. ACTE adopted that process, and it is a process followed by most professional
associations.

This year, KACTE membership has grown among Kentucky Tech personnel in part because KASE dropped its
professional liability coverage. Individuals are seeing the KACTE/ACTE dues of $100, plus the $99 for $1 million
professional liability coverage, as their best option. If KACTE offered to increase dues and enhance member
benefit by providing $1 million in professional liability coverage (including such items as “failure to teach” and “job
action,” in which $5,000 may be available to contest demotions, suspensions, etc.), the cost would be $25 per
member. KACTE has not increased dues since 2001. If KACTE increased dues to $135 or $140, it would be able
to enhance the membership benefit with the liability insurance product and have available additional funds to
invest in programs, such as the leadership academy.

The best data available, a survey of members and non-members who attended the 2007 summer program (about
14 percent of attendees responded to an open e-mail request), more than 70 percent of both members and non-
members indicated they would pay up to $150 KACTE/ACTE dues if professional liability insurance were
included. There are arguments that other professional organizations provide liability coverage. The question is
whether the quality and the value matches what KACTE can provide through Forest T. Jones’ Education Trust.
There are some who believe their homeowners insurance provides them with professional liability coverage. My
research indicates that in most cases this is not reliable. Homeowner’s coverage is not intended as on-the-job
insurance. It is true the economy is bad, and there is a legitimate question whether this is the right time to
increase dues. It is worth considering whether there ever is a right time to increase dues, or whether it is a
necessary time to increase dues.

If KACTE is to grow, it must continue to provide products and services valued by members and potential
members. It cannot sit on its past to have success in the future.

KACTE Officials’ Congressional Visits
Monday, March 9, 2009

KACTE representatives visited the offices of Kentucky’s congressional delegation on Monday, March 9, 2009. The

following comprises a report of those visits. Participating were:

KACTE presented two folders of information that were left at the conclusion of the visit. The KACTE folder
consisted on brochures on Kentucky’'s CTSOs, CTE assessment and skill standard achievements, and career
pathways; KACTE’s Kentucky legislative priorities; the joint KACTE-ACTE informational brochure; and a DVD
assembled by KACTE of videos on non-traditional employment opportunities and on student contests. The ACTE
folder consisted of 111th Congress legislative requests, justification of a $1.4 billion Perkins Act appropriation
request, and information briefs on dropout prevention and energy/green sustainability.

On all the visits, KACTE related the improvements to CTE in Kentucky, stressing academic achievement, the
incorporation of rigor and relevance, and CTE’s link to economic recovery. Generally, the materials and
information were well received, although it was evident a couple visits merely were courtesy meetings.

It should be noted that the five House incumbents are members of the CTE Congressional Caucus, and newly
elected Rep. Brent Guthrie asked for information on joining.

Lillian Pace, legislative director for Rep. John Yarmuth (KY-3). Ms. Pace is familiar with CTE issues, having
met with KACTE officials for three consecutive years. On behalf of Rep. Yarmuth, she expressed support for CTE
programs and increased funding for educational programs, in general. She asked for information on how the
stimulus bill would impact education at the state level. She said language in the stimulus bill should prevent
budget cuts to basic school funding. Rep. Yarmuth switched to the Ways and Means Committee with this
Congress, and Ms. Pace said he already was supportive of elimination of the two Social Security provisions
advocated by ACTE.

Follow up: Send thank you letter. Send Ms. Pace information on impact of stimulus bill on education in Kentucky.

Craley Funfgeld, legislative aide for Rep. Ed Whitfield (KY-1). This was the second visit with Ms. Funfgeld. On

behalf of Rep. Whitfield, she expressed support for CTE programs.
Follow up: Send thank you letter.
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Aaron Jones, legislative correspondent for Rep. Harold Rogers (KY-5). This was a first-time meeting with Mr.
Jones, and much of the meeting was spent educating him about CTE. Rogers has been a long-time supporter of
Perkins Act funding and CTE -- his district incorporates the former Kentucky Seventh District, which was home of
Rep. Carl D. Perkins. He has provided several appropriation earmarks to benefit the community and technical
college system institutions in his district. Michael Higdon remains as Rep. Rogers’ legislative director, and he is
knowledgeable and supportive of CTE. Rep. Rogers is a sponsor of legislation to repeal the Social Security items
advocated by ACTE.

Follow up: Send thank you letter.

Jeff Marschner, deputy press secretary/legislative aide for Sen. Jim Bunning. This was a first meeting with
Mr. Marshner. Although educational in nature, he asked very good follow-up questions and expressed an interest
in visiting a school when he comes to Kentucky in August. We offered to assist in scheduling the visit. He also
said a representative of Sen. Bunning would be available to attend KACTE'’s Student Organization Leadership
Day next year.

Follow up: Send thank you letter. Offer assistance to Mr. Marschner in scheduling an August school visit.

Lucy Bean, legislative correspondent for Sen. Mitch McConnell (Senate Minority Leader). Ms. Bean was a
substitute for Scott Raab, legislative director, with whom we were supposed to meet; however, Sen. McConnell
called Mr. Raab to the capitol for meetings. Much of the meeting consisted of educating Ms. Bean about CTE and
advising her of the information, which she accepted for Mr. Raab, who is knowledgeable about CTE and is
supportive within the Senator’s philosophical and fiscal guidelines. The Senator has supported Perkins Act
funding in the past.

Follow up: Send thank you letter.

Rep. Brett Guthrie (KY-2) and John Connell, legislative assistant for Rep. Guthrie. Rep. Guthrie is a
freshman, but he is the ranking minority member of the Education and Labor Committee’s subcommittee that will
draft the reauthorization of the Workforce Investment Act. KACTE Executive Director Stone worked with Guthrie
when he was a member of the Kentucky state Senate, and KATFACS President Embry has known Guthrie
personally for several years, including sharing the same religious denomination. Ms. Embry’s father was a long-
time Kentucky state representative who represented Guthrie. Rep. Guthrie is a West Point Graduate and retired
Army officer who is an official in the family’s auto-parts manufacturing plant, which employees about 500 in
Bowling Green, KY. Rep. Guthrie knows the importance of CTE programs in preparing a modern workforce.

On the visit, we requested Rep. Guthrie join the Congressional CTE Caucus. We related to his family’s company
and economic recovery, and noted he is the only member of the state’s House delegation who is not a member of
the Caucus. He asked for information on joining. In the meeting, we noted the importance of CTE linkages that
should be incorporated in the Workforce Investment Act. He personally invited KACTE-ACTE to contact his
legislative assistant with any suggestions for WIA improvements.

Follow up: Send thank you letters. Advise Steve DeWitt, ACTE legislative director, of Rep. Guthrie’s interest in
joining the CTE Caucus and in receiving policy and programmatic recommendations for WIA reauthorization. Rep.
Guthrie directed contact to Legislative Assistant John Connell, who was participated in the meeting. Rep.
Guthrie’s office is 510 Cannon, 225-3501. Mr. Connell’s e-mail is John.Connell@mail.house.gov.

Nicole Anderson, legislative counsel for Rep. Ben Chandler (KY-6). We were supposed to meet with Rep.
Chandler and Ms. Anderson, but Rep. Chandler’s flight was delayed and he was unable to participate. As this was
a first meeting, it was mostly educational. Rep. Chander has been supportive of Perkins Act funding.

Follow up: Send thank you letter.
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Lauren O’Brien, legislative director for Rep. Geoff Davis (KY-4). Rep. Davis has demonstrated his support for
CTE not only by voting for Perkins Act reauthorization and funding and joining the CTE Caucus, but also by
obtaining earmarks in appropriation bills for CTE programs in his district. Most of the earmarks benefitted
Gateway Community and Technical College, but in the FY09 appropriation bill he obtained an earmark for an
aviation mechanics program at Grant County Area Technology Center. Ms. O’Brien asked for suggestions for
earmarks to benefit CTE in the district. She said Rep. Davis believes earmarks are important. Rep. Davis
regularly tours schools, including CTE centers.

The 2009 Regular Session of the General Assessment ended March 30". Over 700 bills were filed.
The big story for education is assessment reform. The state’s CATS assessment, including writing

portfolios, will be replaced by a national norm referenced test. The new system is slated to begin in
2011-20012.

SB 43 which sought to define “career pathway” and “career guidance coach” died in committee.

HB 143, which made revisions to the state’s budget, and HB144, which will generate revenue, passed.
The passage of these bills temporarily bridges the state’s monetary shortfalls without touching
Medicaid, corrections or SEEK funding (or furloughing employees) by raising taxes on tobacco and
alcohol and by cutting state agency budgets and higher education budgets by 4 and 2 percent,
respectively.

HB 322 will help school districts affected by the ice and wind storms by allowing the Education
Commissioner to waive days missed upon request.

The Education Cabinet has been officially re-dubbed the Education and Workforce Development
Cabinet.
Recommendations:

Be ready for the even bigger budget shortfall expected next fiscal year, unless the economy approves.

Under Article V: Election of Officers, we could add “I”” saying that if any
board member fails to attend two consecutive board meetings while failing
to notify the President or Executive Director, the board can declare that
position vacant at the second meeting and the vacancy will be filled per
Article V — H.

Or under the Policy and Procedures Manual, under Board of Directors add
this to second paragraph where it talks about the responsibility of the board
members to attend all meetings....

Consideration would include if the board wishes it to be a permanent
change, then it should be a bylaws change, or if the board wishes to
have the flexibility offered by the Policies and Procedures. Perhaps if
if it is a member of the executive committee or voting board, it may be
better located in the bylaws, where a non-voting member such as
committee or something in P&P. Since committee folks are pretty well
appointed by the President anyway, the President would most likely
have the power to replace anyway?

Following discussion at the KACTE Officers meeting on Monday, April 6, an action agenda item was added to the
April 16, 2009, KACTE Board agenda to consider increasing KACTE dues and to include professional liability
insurance as a member benefit. Consideration of increasing dues and providing liability insurance is one of
President-elect Winkler’s suggested items for the 2009-2010 program of work.

Over the past two years, | have provided as much data as is available to help the KACTE Board consider this
action. | am again providing that information below. If the Board chooses to endorse this proposal, the most
transparent action will be to present a bylaw amendment to raise the dues and distribute by first-class mail and by
e-mail an explanatory document providing each member full notice of the proposal. A bylaw amendment would be
decided by majority vote at the KACTE Annual Meeting, Galt House Hotel and Suites, Louisville, Monday, July 6,
5:30 p.m.

From the Executive Director’s Report, September 11, 2008

One of the suggested goals is marketing insurance options. For the benefit of the new Board, | am attaching a
memo | wrote last April regarding a survey to determine whether members and non-members would support
raising dues if professional liability insurance were included as a universal benefit. At that time, | was unable to
obtain price quotes from either of two recommended insurance brokers. The previous Board took no action, citing
the need for more data and the potential harm of a dues increase on membership.

On Aug. 27, | spoke with Fred Wheeler, Forest T. Jones Co., ACTE’s insurance broker. He said, if KACTE
provided professional liability insurance coverage to all members (approximately 625), the full coverage policy,
including a “job action” provision that offers up to $5,000 to contest demotions, suspensions, etc., would be:

$28 for $2 million coverage, or

$25 for $1 million coverage.
There is a $500,000 coverage policy priced at $18.75 per member; however, it does not include the “job action”
provision.

From the Executive Director’s Report, April 25, 2008

The ACTE Board “put to rest” its efforts to incorporate professional liability insurance in ACTE’s dues package.
This returns the issue to individual state associations, some of which already offer professional liability
insurance either as an option or an embedded member benefit. (The existence of these programs contributed
to ACTE’s inability to act on this issue.) KACTE long has promoted professional liability insurance through
ACTE membership. When ACTE offered the “comprehensive” membership, Kentucky had one of the largest
number of members using that option. KACTE’s Board has voted on at least two occasions in the past eight
years to pursue adding professional liability insurance as a member benefit through ACTE dues.
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The question now comes to the KACTE Board whether to pursue this concept as a state association. The KACTE
Board of Directors has the responsibility to set dues amounts, subject to ratification by a majority vote of the
membership at the Annual Meeting.

| have begun research on the issue:

« | contacted Fred Wheeler, Forest T. Jones Co., which brokers ACTE'’s insurance. He will provide information on
professional liability insurance costs for a single, state association. The more the members, the lower the
premium, which argues for embedding the amount in the KACTE dues structure and promoting the increase as
a tangible member benefit.

« | also contacted colleagues in other states where professional liability insurance is offered. | received good
information from Oklahoma ACTE, which currently offers an insurance option taken by more than 700 of its
3,500+ members. It charges $40 per person for $1 million in professional liability insurance. The actual premium
fee is $26 through Scottsdale Insurance Co., Columbus, Ohio. Included in the Oklahoma price is $1.56 in state
taxes and fees, and $12.44 in administrative fees retained by Oklahoma ACTE. | am obtaining a quote from this
company through a Frankfort broker.

« Although KACTE’s Board has voted in the past this would be a welcome member benefit that would lead to a
membership increase, is that in fact true? To help the KACTE Board make its decision, Kris distributed a one-
question survey to the 2007 Summer Program registration list. Attendance at last year’s Summer program was
more than 1,800 (although the survey did not go to all those people due to now-bad e-mail addresses and some
who did not provide an e-mail address). Less than 500 of the attendees were current KACTE members. The
response should gauge not only whether individuals would pay a $150 dues (intentionally suggested at the high
end to avoid any appearance of misrepresentation) if it included $1 million professional liability insurance, but
also whether this would be seen as a valuable benefit by non-members. Through the first 12 hours of the survey
distribution, about 100 responses were received. By more than 3:1, respondents indicated they would join at the
$150 rate if it included professional liability insurance. By the Board meeting, Kris and | will present a tabulation
of the responses and a breakdown of the respondents by member or non-member status.

Results of the Member/Non-member Survey on Dues Increase for Liability Insurance

ON APRIL 15, 2008, Kris distributed a one-question e-mail survey to the 2007 Summer Program attendees for
whom we had e-mail addresses. Discounting undeliverables, approximately 1,500 reached some e-mail
destination. The single question was:

Would you consider paying KACTE membership dues of $150 per year if $1 million professional liability
insurance for educators was included as a member benefit?
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Results:

212 responses received, 14 percent of deliverable distribution

154 yes

52 no

6 no commitment with requests for additional information or comment

72.6 percent of respondents voted yes, they would join at $150 if it included liability insurance

Of the 154 yes votes, 60 received from current KACTE members

Of the 52 no votes, 23 received from current members

83 members responded, 72.3 percent voted yes, they would join at $150 if it included liability insurance

129 non-members responded, 72.9 percent voted yes, they would join at $150 if it included liability insurance.

The current optional liability insurance for educators available through ACTE is $99 per year for $1 million. An
educator’s professional liability policy from Oklahoma ACTE indicates a $40 annual premium, of which $26 is for
the insurance, $1.56 is for taxes, and $12.44 is retained by Oklahoma ACTE for administrative expenses and
profit. Conversation with Fred Wheeler, ACTE’s insurance broker with Forest T. Jones Co., indicated a premium
for state associations wishing to embed liability insurance in their dues structure would be less than $75 per year.
From the above information, the question was structured at $150 per year dues, with $50 included for the
insurance premium, to be a conservative projection to not mislead the respondents. When an actual policy is
quoted, it could be less than $50, depending on what KACTE wished to do regarding fees and other potential
dues increases.

At this time, Wheeler has not provided an updated quotation. | spoke with Susan at Chenault and Hoge Insurance
in Frankfort, which is the Kentucky broker for the same company offering the Oklahoma ACTE liability insurance.
She is researching a quote, but | have not received a response at this time.

When ACTE offered the comprehensive membership options, which for $39 additional dues (a $120 total at that
time) included $500,000 professional liability insurance, approximately 40 Kentucky members selected this option.
Kentucky’s total of comprehensive members was one of the largest in ACTE.

The question before the KACTE Board is whether to pursue a dues increase to include professional
liability insurance as a member benefit? The KACTE bylaws vests the authority to increase dues with the
Board; however, its decision must be ratified by a vote of the membership at the annual meeting.

Additional Notes and Comments from Respondents:

As cited above, six respondents were non-committal. Their primary question was what coverage would be
received for the premium paid? That cannot be definitively known at this time. The answer will depend on a
specific quote from a selected carrier. If the Board chooses to embed liability insurance in dues, a marketing/
informational campaign and promotional literature must be created.

Of those responding, 13 provided additional comments.

Two suggested the insurance should be optional. (NOTE: Insurance currently is optional, at $99 per year for $1
million coverage. Embedding the insurance in dues is what allows a significantly lower premium.)

Four indicated they would prefer to pay a higher KACTE dues including liability coverage rather than KEA dues.
One suggested KACTE'’s actions would not be supported by the other CTE professional associations, which may
offer some liability insurance coverage in their dues.
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One respondent reported his liability coverage is part of his homeowner’s insurance. (NOTE: | have heard
insurance brokers repeatedly say over the past three years this understanding is likely a misrepresentation of
homeowner’s liability coverage; that it would not apply to a professional work situation.)

One person emphasized the need to explain the coverage limits.

One respondent indicated KACTE dues at $150 would be cheaper than other professional liability coverage the
individual has in force.

Three comments were particularly noteworthy:

- | was not aware membership did not include liability insurance. Personally, | expect there to be liability
insurance in a professional organization, and yes | want it. We in CTE ABSOLUTELY NEED as much
liability insurance as possible. Classroom activities and travel with students put us at greatest risk of
litigation. | am disappointed that it was dropped nationally. | encourage you to add this back as soon
as possible.

« | am discouraging new teachers from joining simply because we have no support at the state level for
our salary. We, the state teachers, have no one speaking for us at the state level — unlike those
represented by KEA. We work longer days, more days, have no planning period and receive less pay.

« What benefits could | receive by joining KACTE? | know nothing about the organization. Literally
nothing. (NOTE: | feel compelled to comment this response came from someone who attended the
2007 Summer Program, managed by KACTE, with KACTE literature included in receipt mailing and in
the program.)

SOME KACTE MEMBERS - retirees and students — may not wish or need liability insurance. If the Board

chooses to increase dues to embed liability insurance as a member benefit, it may wish to apply the increase only
to the affiliated and associate dues categories.
